MEETING MINUTES 

October 20, 2020 
 
 

The monthly meeting was called to order at 6:40 by Chairman Dieckmann followed by a pledge of allegiance. 
The following Commissioners were in attendance: Messrs. Dieckmann, Rahuba, Greene, Patterson and 
Ostrander. Also in attendance: Mrs. Fogg, Treasurer, Mrs. Dieckmann, Secretary, Chief Moreno and Asst. Chief 
Dorrmann.  
The secretary noted that the time, place and date of this meeting has been given to the media and posted in 
accordance with the Open Meetings Law.  
 
SECRETARY: The minutes of the September 8, monthly meeting were reviewed.  A motion to approve was 
made by Mr. Patterson and second by Mr. Dieckmann.  All in favor – Approved.  
The minutes of the Special Meeting on September 22, were reviewed.  A motion to approve was made by Mr. 
Patterson and second by Mr. Rahuba.  All in favor – Approved.  
 
TREASURER’S REPORT: The Treasurer’s report was reviewed.  A motion to approve was made by Mr. Greene 
and second by Mr. Patterson.  All in favor – Approved.  A copy of this report has been made a part of these 
minutes.  
Mr. Greene made a motion to approve payment of the bills as audited. A second was provided by Mr. Rahuba.  
All in favor – Approved.  
 
At 7:30pm the regular meeting temporarily adjourned to go into a scheduled Budget Hearing. No residents 
were in attendance. 
At 8:00pm the regular meeting resumed.  
 
CHIEF’S REPORT:  The Chief reported on the following: 

• Drills and Maintenances were suspended as of October 8, 2020 due to COVID-19 concerns. They will 
start up again on Wednesday October 21, 2020.  Also physicals have been suspended at this time due 
to COVID-19.

A motion to approve this change of status was made by Mr. Greene and second by Mr. Patterson.  All 
in favor – Approved.  

• Requesting the purchase of 4 Batteries and 4 Straps for thermos Imaging Camera. Vendor – AAA.  A 
motion to approve was made by Mr. Rahuba- purchase not to exceed $800.00.  A second provided by 
Mr. Greene.  All in favor- Approved.  



 

 

• Request approval to renew ERDI SDI Instructor re-certification for Juan Moreno III and Jorge Resto. 
$175.00 each. Total $250.00. And CVFD Facility renewal cost $195.00.  A motion to approve was made 
by Mr. Rahuba and second by Mr. Greene. All in favor – Approved.  

• Requesting the purchase of 3 Streamlight Flashlights. Cost per $110.00. Total cost $330.00.  A motion to 
approve was made by Mr. Patterson and second by Mr. Ostrander. All in favor – Approved.  

• Requesting the purchase of Class B uniforms for those missing parts of or the whole set. Vendor – Alfis. 
Mr. Greene made a motion to approve up to $2,000.00 for this purchase. A second was made by Mr. 
Dieckmann.  
 

Mr. Mike Maher presented the board with information regarding the proposed New Training Site.  Mr. 
Patterson made a motion that the district move forward with the construction of the water line for the site. A 
second was made by Mr. Rahuba.  All in favor – Approved.  
 
Mr. Greene made a motion that the board purchase 24 Kenwood Batteries. Vendor – Amazon. Cost per 
$29.00. Total cost $696.00. A second was provided by Mr. Ostrander. All in favor – Approved.  
 
Mr. Greene made a motion that the board pass a resolution to override the limit on the amount of real 
property taxes that may be levied by the Cronomer Valley Fire District in 2021, pursuant to General Municipal 
Law Section-3c, and to allow the Cronomer Valley Fire District to adopt a budget of 2021 that may require a 
tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law Section 3-c.  A second was 
provided by Mr. Patterson.  All in favor – Approved.  
 
Mr. Dieckmann made a motion to approve the Budget for 2021. A second provided by Mr. Rahuba.  All in favor 
– Approved.  Resolution 20-4 
 
Mr. Rahuba made a motion to approve the Board for the upcoming District Election in December. Board of 
Elections: Astrid Sugameli, Jeanne Patterson and Dolores Vogel.  A second was made by Mr. Greene.  All in 
favor – Approved.   Resolutiion 20-5 
 
Board members requested a Special Meeting be scheduled for Monday October 26, 2020 at 6:30pm.  
 
Mutual Aid response to Plattekill Fire District was discussed by the board. A letter to be sent to 
Plattekill Fire District requesting our fire district be taken off Initial Response to Plattekill Alarms and CO calls 
in their district, with the exception of calls to School and Nursing Homes. Other Mutual Aid calls will remain 
the same.
